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The purpose of the report
The purpose of this Report is to assess the current state of use of narcotic substances by children as well as to address recommendations to relevant institutions in order to take all necessary measures to prevent and treat children who consume narcotic substances.

The legal bases
1. The Ombudsperson, pursuant to the Constitution of Republic of Kosovo (henceforward: Constitution)
 and the Law No. 05/L-019 on Ombudsperson, Official Gazette of Republic of Kosovo / no. 16/26 June 2015, Prishtinë (hereinafter: Law on Ombudsperson)
 has the following responsibilities:
1.1 “The Ombudsperson monitors, defends and protects the rights and freedoms of individuals from unlawful or improper acts or failures to act of public authorities.”(Article 132 paragraph 1 of the Constitution).
1.2. “The Ombudsperson is eligible to make recommendations and propose actions when violations of human rights and freedoms by the public administration and other state authorities are observed.” (Article 135 paragraph 3 of Constitution). 

1.3. “(...) on its own initiative (Ex Officio)...... by knowledge gained in any other way, there is a base resulting that the authorities have violated human rights and freedoms stipulated by the Constitution, laws and other acts, as well as international instruments on human rights.” (Article 16 paragraph 4 of the Law on Ombudsperson)
1.4. “to draw attention to cases when the institutions violate human rights and to make recommendation to stop such cases and when necessary to express his/her opinion on attitudes and reactions of the relevant institutions relating to such cases;” (Article 18 paragraph 1, sub-paragraph 1.2 of the Law on Ombudsperson).
1.5. “to make recommendations to the Government, the Assembly and other competent institutions of the Republic of Kosovo on matters relating to promotion and protection of human rights and freedoms, equality and non-discrimination;” (Article 18 paragraph 1, sub-paragraph 1.5 of the Law on Ombudsperson).

1.6. “to publish notifications, opinions, recommendations, proposals and his/her own reports;.” (Article 18, paragraph 1, subparagraph 1.6 of the Law on Ombudsperson).

The Ombudsperson submits this Report with Recommendations to responsible authorities as well as publishes it on its official web-page in order to evade violation of human rights as well as to comply with applicable Laws in accordance with rule of law principles.   
Facts 
2.  On 19 July 2018, the Ombudsperson initiated Ex officio investigations based on Article 16, paragraph 4, of the Law on the Ombudsperson.
3. On 8 of March 2018, Ombudsperson’s representatives met with the representative of the NGO “Labyrinth” with the aim to discuss about the use of narcotic substances by children.
4. During 2018, OI representatives met with representatives of the Coalition of NGOs for Child Protection (KOMF) in order to discuss the use of narcotic substances by children.
5. On 8th of March 2018, OI was informed by representatives of NGO “Labyrinth” in writing on data regarding the use of narcotic substances by children.
6. On 28 August 2018, the OI representative met with the representative of the Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports (MCYS) in order to be informed about the activities that this Ministry has undertaken regarding youth awareness raising on the dangers and consequences of using narcotic substances by young people. On this occasion representative of this Ministry stated that the MCYS conducts awareness-raising activities in support of NGOs.
7. On 14 November 2018, the OI representative met with representative of Sector of Cooperation and Prevention of the Kosovo Police regarding this issue.
8. On 15 November 2018, representative of Kosovo Police submitted to OI representative the Annual Report (October 2017 - October 2018) “Stop Drugs in Schools” and the statistics by age, registered in the Kosovo Police.
9. On 8 May 2019, the OI representative requested from ROR
 submission of group's opinion, regarding the issue of drug using by children, to the OI. 
10. On 20 of March, 2019, the OI representative discussed about this issue with representative of the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology (MEST), especially about the activities undertaken by MEST in the field of prevention. 
11. On 28 May 2019, the OI representative discussed regarding this issue with the representative of the Ministry of Health, respectively representative of the Psychiatric Clinic (PC).
12. On 7 June 2019, OI representative requested from Kosovo Prosecutorial Council (KPC) to be informed on the number of criminal offenses under Article 281 with respect to paragraph 1.7 of Code no. 04 / L-082 Criminal Code of the Republic of Kosovo (henceforth Code no.04/L-082)“1.7 the offense is committed within a three hundred fifty (350) meter radius of a school or any other locality which is used by children or within a three hundred fifty (350) meter radius of any educational institution”
. 
13. On the same day the KPC representative informed the OI representative that the Office for Statistics within the KPC does not gather and owns specific data related to paragraph 1.7 of Article 281 of Code No.04 / L- 082, but generally holds records of offenses under Chapter XXIII of this Code
14. On 7 June 2019, the OI representative requested from Kosovo Judicial Council (KJC) to be informed on the number of criminal offenses under Article 281 with respect to paragraph 1.7 of Code no.. 04/L-082“1.7 the offense is committed within a three hundred fifty (350) meter radius of a school or any other locality which is used by children or within a three hundred fifty (350) meter radius of any educational institution”
 But no response has been served to OI representative  until publication of this Report with Recommendations concerning this case.
The situation related to the use of narcotic substances
15. Until recently, there was no any comprehensive study on the use of narcotic substances, although partial studies and various preventive and rehabilitative services have been provided by various Non-Governmental Organizations.

16.  The first National General Population Survey on Drug Use and Attitudes in Kosovo has been launched in 2014, with the support of European Monitoring Centre for Drugs and Drug Addiction (EMCDDA).
  According to the Survey, use of antidepressants in 2013 was lower than 1%. An average of 2% of respondents report having used antidepressants in the past, but not during the last year. Most of the reported users stated to have bought the drugs with a doctor’s prescription, but in few instances, the drugs were obtained informally.
 Also according to the Survey, cannabis is the most commonly used illicit substance in Kosovo where 10% of respondents admitted to know someone who uses cannabis. Reported prevalence of use of cannabis, and other illegal substances such as ectasia, amphetamine, heroin, etc. has been reported to be quite low.
 

17. Further, another study, not as voluminous as previous one in numbers, was conducted in 2008 by PRISM Research, Inc., supported financially by WHO, UNICEF and UNFPA.
 The Report published from this research has provided data on the use of psychoactive substances among young people, prisoners (remand detainees) and injecting drug users in Kosovo. According to them, the drug is available in Kosovo and that all types of psychoactive substances are used by Kosovar youth of all ethnicities. Young males (5.5%) were more likely than young girls (2.2%) and young people aged 20-24 (6.7%) were more likely than adolescents (1.7%) to have tried cannabis. Less than half percent or 0.4% of young people in Kosovo reported to having tried heroin, 0.4% amphetamine, and only 0.2% reported to having ever tried cocaine.

18. According to data provided by NGO Labyrinth for 2017, the average age of commencing drug using was 16.06 years, mostly using cannabis. Compared to previous years, according to data provided by representatives of Labyrinth, the age of starting using drugs for the first time has declined greatly, while in 2007 it was 21 year of age. From 1205 people recorded in the Labyrinth database as users from 2002-2017, 85 of them died as a result of drug interactions, 4 of them were 20 years old.
 Also
, data provided by Labyrinth for 2018 show that the average age of using cannabis has not changed for 2018 either. Additionally, data also show that nine people died from January 2018 to November 2018.
19. Based on child protection index
, Kosovo does not provide specific physical rehabilitation services for children victims of narcotic abuse, which strongly recommends that the government ought to set protection of child victims of narcotic abuse as its priority through establishment, sponsorship and development of state-level services provided by public and private providers. Furthermore, the need to develop reintegration programs in response to the growing needs of children and their families is also emphasized.
20. According to data provided by Kosovo Police
, from 2nd October, 2017 to 31st of October, 2018, there were accomplished: 36624 school patrols; 19880 visits and contacts with school staff; 385 premises were searched; 19214 cars searched; 40530 people were searched; 710 people were arrested, 150 of them students, and 417 awareness rising lectures were held in schools. According to the data, 62.74g of marijuana was seized inside school buildings, 167.15g of marijuana in schoolyards, 4kg of 052g of marijuana close to schools. Also, according to data provided by the Kosovo Police, the largest number of cases was initiated in the Prishtina region, followed by Ferizaj, Mitrovica, Gjilan, Peja, Prizren and Gjakova. 
21. According to information provided by the MEST representative, it derives that themes related to prevention of drug using, within the scope of curriculum, are addressed in subjects such as physical education, sports and health, chemistry, biology and civics education, and that schools, in cooperation with other institutions, undertake different students’ activities on awareness rising related to this issue. Organizing of parents’ meeting remains a challenging with the aim on informing them about their role in the field of drug abuse prevention.
22. According to the information provided by the PC, it is more than necessary adjustment of premises or building new ones, as separate center or institute, which would deal with prevention, treatment policies and programs and would play a coordinating role as a tertiary reference center at Kosovo level. According to the information, it is also necessary to create the compulsory conditions and facilities for hospitalization for children addicted to narcotic substances, as there is no special Ward for their treatment in the PC.
23. Also the Report for Kosovo 2019
 highlights the fact that Kosovo continues to be the place of collection and transit for heroin and cannabis.
 According to it, in general, seizure of drugs remain in low level, so Kosovo should further intensify identification and dissolution of organized crime groups which traffic drugs from or through its territory, as well as treat revenues deriving from crime which is laundered in its territory.

Relevant Legal Instruments 
24. The Constitution in Article 21, paragraph 1 stipulates: “Human rights and fundamental freedoms are indivisible, inalienable and inviolable and are the basis of the legal order of the Republic of Kosovo”. While paragraph 2 of this Article reads: “The Republic of Kosovo protects and guarantees human rights and fundamental freedoms as provided by this Constitution.”
25. Further, the Constitution in Article 50 (Rights of Children) stipulates: “1. Children enjoy the right to protection and care necessary for their wellbeing (...) every child enjoys the right to be protected from violence, maltreatment and exploitation.” While paragraph 4 of this Article deems: “All actions undertaken by public or private authorities concerning children shall be in the best interest of the children”.

26. The Constitution in Article 22 (Direct Applicability of International Agreements and Instruments) stipulates: “Human rights and fundamental freedoms guaranteed by the following international agreements and instruments are guaranteed by this Constitution, are directly applicable in the Republic of Kosovo and, in the case of conflict, have priority over provisions of laws and other acts of public institutions:(...) (7) Convention on the Rights of the Child  (...)”.
27.  Convention on the Rights of the Child (henceforward: CRC) in Article 1 determines: “... a child means every human being below the age of eighteen years...”
28. CRC in Article 3, paragraph 1 stipulates: “In all actions concerning children, whether undertaken by public or private social welfare institutions, courts of law, administrative authorities or legislative bodies, the best interests of the child shall be a primary consideration”.
29. Furthermore, CRC in Article 33 determines: “States Parties shall take all appropriate measures, including legislative, administrative, social and educational measures, to protect children from the illicit use of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as defined in the relevant international treaties, and to prevent the use of children in the illicit production and trafficking of such substances”.
30. Code No. 06/L-074 Criminal Code of the Republic of Kosovo, Official Gazette / No. 2 / 14 January 2019, Prishtinë (henceforward: Code )
, in Chapter XXIII has covered the following narcotic criminal offences: “Unauthorized purchase, possession, distribution and sale of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and analogues (Article 267); Unauthorized production and processing of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances, analogues or narcotic drug paraphernalia, equipment or materials (Article 268); Unauthorized possession of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or analogues (Article 269); Intoxicating another person with a narcotic drug or psychotropic substances (Article 270); Facilitating acquisition or use of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances or analogues (Article 271); Cultivation of opium poppy, coca bush or cannabis plants (Article 272); Organizing, managing or financing trafficking in narcotic drugs or psychotropic substances (Article 273); Conversion or transfer of property derived from offenses in this Chapter (Article 274); Punishment for serious cases of criminal offenses from this Chapter (Article 275); Compensation to Law enforcement (Article 276).”.
31. Law No. 02/l-128 on Narcotic Medicaments, Psycho-tropes and Precursors (hereinafter the Law No. 02/L-128)
 among others regulates the production, wholesale and retail sale circulation, import, export, transit passing, transportation, purchase, supply, selling, possession, consuming, usage and plants propaganda from which the narcotics, narcotic medicaments, psycho-trope and precursors substances can be obtained. It determines the obligations of the competent authorities which relates with these substances. 
32. Law No. 02/L-17 on Social and Family Services, Official Gazette of the Provisional Institutions of Self-Government in Kosovo / Prishtina: YEAR II / NO. 12 / 01 MAY 2007 (hereinafter: Law No.02/L-17)
, in Article 1 stipulates: “(....) Person in need shall mean any person found on the territory of Kosovo, regardless of status or place of origin, who is in need of social services because of: (.....   ) addiction to alcohol or drugs (...)”.
Legal Analyses 
33. The Constitution protects and guarantees fundamental human rights and freedoms, so it is in the interest of the rule of law to implement and enforce in practice these rights, including those that foresee protection and care necessary for the wellbeing of children. In this regard, the Constitution in Article 21 explicitly stipulates the obligation of all institutions to respect human rights and freedoms, so this principle is imperative and must be respected by all, including cases where a child is a narcotic user.
34. It is also in the interest of the functioning of the rule of law to take appropriate action by state and non-state institutions to address these cases.
35. Constitutional stipulations that children "enjoy the right to protection and necessary care for their wellbeing" and the right "to be protected against violence, ill-treatment and exploitation"
 stands also for the issue subject of this Report, which sets out obligations for state institutions, among other things, to take the necessary actions in this regard. The data provided by the police shows that Kosovo schools face the presence of drug use cases which also requires cooperation and coordination between educational institutions and the Kosovo Police for their adequate addressing. Failure to address them constitutes a violation of the constitutional provision in question.
36. Appropriate addressing of drug use cases by state institutions should be in the best interests of children, as provided by the Constitution, among others, by providing them with adequate and complete information on narcotic substances, in order to prevent abusing with them and adequate health treatment, as well as rehabilitation and integration, for those who are addicted to narcotic substances.
37. The CRC also gives the prevailing consideration to the best interests of the child, which throughout its text encompasses reflection towards their protection. The Convention is directly applicable in Kosovo under the Constitution. Therefore, any action taken by state authorities, in present case related to prevention, protection and assistance to drug addicted children, must be in full compliance with the purpose of the Convention. The subsequent violation of the provisions of the Convention constitutes a violation of the Constitution. 
38. For the purposes of point 27 of this Report, International Human Rights Treaties and Instruments are merged into the Constitution and prevail in case of conflict, in comparison with other applicable domestic Laws. In accordance with Article 22 of the Constitution, among other things, the CRC is listed as well.
39. For better protection of the rights of children, including those who are drug addicted, other CRC provisions stand as well, which cover different segments of a child's life, starting from parental care, the right to privacy, protection from all forms of abuse and up to juvenile justice, including here the right to benefit social support and necessary measures that must be strictly observed and implemented initially by public institutions. 
40. Furthermore, Article 33 of the CRC provides obligations for each State Party to protect children from the illicit use of narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, and to prevent children from being used for the illicit production and trafficking of such substances. Therefore, in the spirit of these provisions of the CRC, state institutions must take all appropriate measures, whether “legislative, administrative, social or educational, to protect children in this respect.”
 
41. State institutions, when taking the necessary action in relation to the matter in question, should take into account, in addition to Article 33 of the CRC, other provisions of the CRC, which concern the dissemination of information, protection of children from all forms of maltreatment by parents and other caregivers, health and health services, education in order to prepare children for a responsible life in a democratic society, protection from hazardous or abusive child labour, protection of children deprived of their liberty and rehabilitation care, 
 because they are closely related to it. Only in this way children will be provided with a safe environment for living, health and wellbeing.
42. Children who use narcotic substances should also be offered social care, health care and protection from social exclusion, in accordance with Article 24 of the CRC which requires that: “States Parties recognize the right of the child to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of health and to facilities for the treatment of illness and rehabilitation of health. States Parties shall strive to ensure that no child is deprived of his or her right of access to such health care services (...)”.
43. In relation to the rights under the CRC, in their work with children, the relevant state institutions should also take into account the principles that the rights set forth in the Convention should be recognized to every child, without discrimination to any ground whatsoever, to their best interest should be given primary consideration in all actions concerning children, as well as respect for the right to life, survival and development, but also for the views of children in all matters affecting them. Consequently, institutions of Kosovo Republic have an obligation to undertake appropriate actions to ensure that children live in an environment that is protected also from use and abuse by narcotic substances.
44. Issues related to production, sale, possession and use of narcotic substances, their classification as well as liabilities of the competent authorities, are regulated mainly by the Law No. 02 / L-128, and therefore their non-compliance constitutes a violation of the provisions of this Law, respectively Article 7. Consequently, monitoring of implementation of provisions this Law, in accordance with Article 29, should be accomplished by the Ministry of Health, Ministry of Internal Affairs, Kosovo Police, Ministry of Trade and Industry, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Rural Development, Ministry of Labour and Social Welfare, Ministry of Finance, Kosovo Customs, each one within the specific scope defined by this Law. 
45. As per the case, from data submitted by Kosovo Police, it derives that for a certain period of time, 710 persons were arrested, among which 150 were children, the fact that is very concerning. Additionally, according to Kosovo Police, a certain amount of marijuana has been seized within and around school buildings and courtyards, which is also of great concern and requires increased involvement and attention of relevant institutions in taking necessary awareness rising actions as well as prevention, prosecution and punishment of perpetrators according to their criminal offence, in accordance with the Code, also in cases of narcotics offenses, where children have been abused or offenses are committed close to schools or educational institutions. Moreover, depending on case circumstances, the court must assess and impose the measure of mandatory rehabilitation treatment in health care institution, to those who commit criminal offence under drug addiction.

46. Also, Code no. 06 / l-006 on Juvenile Justice, Official Gazette of the Republic of Kosovo / no. 17/18 October 2018, Prishtina (hereinafter Juvenile Justice Code)
 has provided that the court may impose a special liability on minors to abstain from the use of drugs and alcohol.
, as well as cases when the prosecutor may impose diversion measures according to Article 20
, which should be assessed on a case-by-case basis on child’s best interest. Also the Law No. 02/L-17, which regulates provision of Social and family services for persons and families in need, and recognizes persons addicted to drugs and alcohol as persons in need,
 in the given case children, should also be assessed and implemented.    
47. Thus, according to this Law, people, including here also children who are addicted to alcohol and / or drugs, are defined as people in need, who regardless of the status, the nature and the country of origin, should receive appropriate social services at the Centers for Social Welfare, which provide services to many categories of people in need, but which lack appropriate conditions and capacities needed to perform all these services. 

48. Republic of Kosovo has so far drafted several strategies and Action Plans that are important in this regard such as: State Strategy against Narcotics and Action Plan for 2018-2022, Health Sector Strategy 2017-2021, Kosovo Youth Strategy 2013-2017 and the Strategy for Health Promoting Schools in Kosovo 2009 - 2018.
49. State’s anti-narcotics strategy has foreseen achievement of four main objectives: demand and harm reduction, offer and supply reduction, coordination and cooperation as well as supervision and monitoring.
 Specific activities for prevention, education, treatment, rehabilitation, re-socialization and reintegration are foreseen within the first objective of demand and harm reduction. It should be emphasized here that the strategy foresees drafting and implementing of school curricula concerning education and awareness rising on drug use consequences, drafting and distribution of information materials on the causes and consequences of their use, organizing of debates, information campaigns and meetings with parents.
 These activities are set to be undertaken by the Ministry of Education Science and Technology (MEST), Ministry of Internal Affairs (MIA), Ministry of Health (MoH), Ministry of Culture Youth and Sport (MCYS) and Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs).
50. Whereas, the Health Sector Strategy 2017-2021, although lists drug use as one of the risk factors for health of the population
 does not foresee any specific activity addressing this factor.
51. Kosovo Strategy for Youth 2013-2017, within the scope of health education and promotion, has foreseen awareness rising of young people on the impact and consequences of substances which cause addition.
 Also, the Strategy for Health Promoting Schools in Kosovo 2009 - 2018 aims organizing of health education activities such as information campaigns and trainings dealing with current youth problems including drug related issues.

52. According to MEST’s Administrative Instruction “Code of conduct and disciplinary measures for students of secondary high school”, the student is forbidden to carry and consume drugs and alcohol in educational institutions.
 Furthermore, according to the Administrative Instruction No. 04/2019 on termination and prohibition of work of a legal person and prohibition of the work and the initiation of disciplinary proceedings of a natural person, respectively Article 6 paragraph 1 stipulates “1. The education inspector prohibits the work of teachers and other employees of the upbringing-educational and training institution and also if ascertain initiates the disciplinary measure against them if :(...) 1.7 uses and distributes weapons, other extensive drugs prohibited by law (...)
. 
53. Due to the given reasons, the Ombudsperson, pursuant to above given findings, ascertains that:
a. there is a lack of specialized centers for the treatment of young drug users and a lack of appropriate awareness and prevention programs as well as a lack of services and treatment of drug users both in terms of location and quality.;
b. there is a lack of a single national (comprehensive) statistical database including lack of complete data on the causes and types of narcotic substances and on suspected cases of deaths caused by consuming narcotic substances;
c.  there is a lack of expertise among the staff of Centers for Social Work in dealing with cases of children addicted to narcotics within their legal mandate;
d. the presence of narcotic substances and other seizures done by the Kosovo Police close to educational institutions and the fact that many young people are involved in drug-related activities is a clear indicator that state institutions should do more to prevent use of narcotic substances and improve living conditions and long-term perspective of children / youth in Kosovo.
e. KJC and KPC database lack data referring to specific offenses from Chapter XXIII of the Code.
54. The Ombudsperson, based on what has been stated above, pursuant to Article 135, paragraph 3 of the Constitution of Republic of Kosovo “is eligible to make recommendations and propose actions when violations of human rights and freedoms by the public administration and other state authorities are observed”. According to the meaning of Article 18, paragraph 1.2 of the Law on Ombudsperson, the Ombudsperson “(...) has the responsibility to draw attention to cases when the institutions violate human rights and to make recommendation to stop such cases (…)”.Therefore, the Ombudsperson 
RECOMMENDS 
The Ministry of Health 
1. Setting up as well as provision of special treatment and rehabilitation services for children / juveniles (addicted to drugs) including appropriate support for their families.

Kosovo Police 
1. Early identification of risks of children abusing with drugs, profiling of criminal groups as well as establishment of risks preventive and protection programs for using narcotic substances in schools and wider.
2. Creation of a single national (comprehensive) statistical database including but not limited to the causes and types of narcotic substances, for suspected cases of death from their use.

Ministry of Labour and Social Welfare 
1. Increase the professional and financial capacities of social service employees to work with children at risk or addicted to narcotic substances.

Ministry of Education, Science and Technology 
1 Developing ongoing information activities with students and parents, disseminating extensive materials and information about the adverse health effects of using narcotic substances.

2 Organizing trainings with teachers on early identification of narcotic users and provide them with materials and information (unique modules) on the harmful health effects from use of narcotic substances. 
Kosovo Judicial Council 
1. Upgrading of the database regarding court decisions related to specific criminal offenses (not only with Articles) from Chapter XXIII of the Code. 
Kosovo Prosecutorial Council 
1. Upgrading of the database of specific criminal offenses (not only with Articles) from Chapter XXIII of the Code.
In compliance with Article 132, paragraph 3, of the Constitution of Republic of Kosovo  (“Every organ, institution or other authority exercising legitimate power of the Republic of Kosovo is bound to respond to the requests of the Ombudsperson and shall submit all requested documentation and information in conformity with the law”) and Article 28 of the Law No.05/L-019 on Ombudsperson, (“Authorities to which the Ombudsperson has addressed recommendation, request or proposal for undertaking concrete actions, including disciplinary measures, must respond within thirty (30) days. The answer should contain written reasoning regarding actions undertaken about the issue in question”), You are kindly asked to inform us on steps to be undertaken regarding this issue.

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� While other research shows how alcohol and drug abuse is closely linked to childhood abuse (UNICEF, Qualitative Research on Social Norms around Gender Based Violence and the Physical Punishment of Children in Kosovo, July 2016). Also, Human Security Report: Kosovo (published in November of 2014 by the Center for Research, Documentation and Publication) among others treats the presence of weapons and drugs as a source of uncertainty. According to this research, the majority of focus group respondents indicated that a major source of insecurity at school is the possession of weapons, especially knives and iron boxing. In some cases, gun possession and marijuana use were closely connected; very often, the same group of students expose both behaviors.
